The seminar will provide invaluable information to auditors and they become more and more responsible for reviewing controls relating to Internet usage by organizations to reduce transactional processing costs. 
This course will focus on various strategies and tactics your company can employ to protect proprietary information from being retrieved illegally (i.e. "hacked") through the Internet  Information will be discussed on general and application controls that can be used by your company in the ever-growing and rapidly changing worlds of business to business and business to consumer businesses that rely on the Internet for transactional processing. 

ISACA and KSCPA Seminar

The Kentuckiana Chapter of ISACA and the KSCPA are jointly sponsoring two half day seminars on Friday, February 16, 2001 at the Inn at Jewish Hospital.  We are offering up to 6 hours of CPE for $120.  The morning session, albeit technical, is how to audit a network.  While the average IIA member may never wish to perform a network audit themselves, they may likely be pulled into a situation where they need to read an "expert's" report on a network audit and form an opinion.

The afternoon section, is on developing a response plan after you've been "hacked".  Again, the average IIA member may not be the most technical person on a response team, but auditors generally like to be informed on how to manage these risks.  
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
