The IIA accepts applications for the CCSA exam year-round - not just during the prescribed testing windows (February/March, June/July, and October/November). Sylvan Technology Centers (the test administrators) can schedule approved candidates for test appointments months in advance. The IIA encourages potential CCSA candidates to submit their application at least one month before their preferred testing date, in order to leave time for processing and scheduling. We’re having the reception on Monday evening to provide the opportunity to meet your fellow delegates in a fun setting early in the conference rather than the last night as is more customary.  

On the technical program side, we have a six-track all-star lineup of nationally recognized “best in class” training experts (e.g., Courtenay Thompson, Angela Maniak, Joel Kramer, Larry Hubbard, Jim Roth, etc.).  In addition, we’ve balanced these recognized authorities with a mixture of regional practitioners (John Gehring and Allen Cooper, E&Y Internal Audit Services; Paula Leachman, Deloitte & Touche; and Dave Richards of Centerior Energy).
