We are excited to welcome back John Hall who will be presenting on 
High Impact and Risk Based Auditing.  This seminar will focus on value-added auditing, including 
enterprise, operational, strategic and business risk areas that provide value to management  
and/or the Board.  John Hall has presented to our chapter in the past and received strong ratings 
from seminar attendees.

The Board recently selected a new vendor to streamline and automate the registration and 
payment process for our meetings and seminars.  In the past, members would send an email to 
register and then log in to Paypal for payment processing.  As our average attendance has nearly 
doubled over the last four years, it is no longer feasible to have such a manual registration and 
payment reconciliation process.  Our new online registration program will allow you to register, 
select your meal choice, and pay online in one easy step.  It also improves the recordkeeping and 
internal controls for operating our chapter.  We have consulted with other chapters and the IIA 
headquarters in finding this new program and we think you will like it.  Additional details will be 
sent out soon to allow early registrations for the September seminar and monthly meeting. 
 
The Board also decided to offer a subscription rate this year. For just $210 (a 29% discount), 
members may attend all twelve meetings from September to May!

The IIA's Certified Internal Auditor® (CIA®) is only one of four certifications offered by the 
institute. The IIA also offers three specialty certifications. They are the Certified Government 
Auditing Professional (CGAP), Certified Financial Services Auditor (CFSA), and Certification in 
Control Self-Assessment (CCSA). CIA candidates who have successfully completed the 
examination requirements for one of these professional certifications are eligible to receive 
credit for Part 4 of the CIA exam through the Professional Recognition Credit (PRC4) option, in 
lieu of sitting for Part 4. CIA candidates who have passed an IIA specialty certification exam will 
automatically receive PRC4 and do not need to register for PRC4 or submit further 
documentation.
